In the Tourism sector, the Federal Government is building the largest 
resort  
project of the last 20 years, with a direct investment of 925 million 
dollars, that  
will be the detonator to attract private investment capital for 13 billion 
dollars.

North - Northwest 
System  
Sinaloa, Chihuahua and Sonora comprise the North - Northwest 
System  
where public government companies such as Petróleos Mexicanos  
[Mexican Oil Company] and Comisión Federal de Electricidad 
[Mexican  
Power Company] are building the most modern network of gas 
pipelines  
in Mexico and eight new thermoelectric plants, three of which are in 
the  
Sinaloa.  The investment in infrastructure alone for the  

North - Northwest System shall be of over 5  
billion dollars.  



North - Northwest System  

With these great projects, Sinaloa will have:  
 
̋dHigh - quality natural gas to detonate industrial development.  
Prices paid for natural gas in Sinaloa shall be one - third of the price  
that is paid by industries in Korea, Japan, China and India. And half the price  
paid by industries in Germany and Italy.  
 
̋dCleaner and cheaper electric power generation.  
Sinaloa shall become self - sufficient in electricity production, with the  
capacity to provide electric power to other States.  



Northern Economic Corridor  

Sinaloa, Durango, Coahuila, Chihuahua, Nuevo León, Zacatecas and  
Tamaulipas have formed the Northern Economic Corridor - COEN-  to 
become joined by the Mazatlán - Matamoros highway network, thus  
concluding the most important highway infrastructure in the entire  
nation: the Mazatlán - Durango highway.

Northern Economic Corridor  

 
This great project has set - off the construction industry in the States belonging  
to COEN, of 11 new highways, two marine ports, two natural gas pipelines,  
railway transport and new inter - connected industrial areas.  
 
Mazatlán ´s port shall be the entryway for goods mainly from Asia, which may  
be transported by land to the Matamoros - Texas border, to enter the Southeastern  
U.S. market.  



Playa Espíritu  

The largest investment in tourist resort infrastructure of the last  
20 years in México is also currently being made in Sinaloa.  

 

Playa Espíritu is being developed on 2,381 hectares, on the beaches of Teacapán,  
Municipality of Escuinapa, only 52 miles from Mazatlán..  
 
Planned as a high - end tourist resort oriented towards specialized as well as  
domestic and international Premium tourism, with the objective of servicing the  
most dynamic segments of world tourism, among them: those seeking nature,  
culture, adventure, nautical, golf, conventions and health.

The esort is comprised of residential areas surrounding golf courses, a marina, waterfront boardwalk  
and recreational areas, all integrated into hotel complexes, boutique hotels and exclusive spas.  
 
The complex will be connected with interior water channels that connect the different areas, creating  
a true diversity of nautical environments showcasing open spaces and scenery.  
 
The development will also offer a theme park, shopping centers, administrative buildings, cruise ship  
docks, beach clubs and the entire infrastructure needed for civic activities and entertainment.

The potential capacity of this project has been estimated in  
44,000 lodging units and tourist housing, of which 11,600 will be  
hotel rooms and 15,800 residential homes.

Logistics  and services  
The privileges of its geographical location.  

Sinaloa has a privileged geographical location and is strategically - placed for servicing  
the U.S., Asian and Central and South American markets.  
 
Located in Northwestern Mexico, between the Pacific Ocean, the Sea of Cortez and the  
Sierra Madre mountain range, with over 403 miles of coastline, extensive and fertile valleys,  
dry forest, wetlands and mountains. The wealth of its flora and fauna is unequaled, with six  
natural reserve areas.  
 
The State ´s total area is of 22,780 square miles.

A  m odern State, with great connectivity  

Sinaloa is connected to Mexico ´s northern border with the State of  
Arizona, in Western U.S., and to the South, all the way to Mexico  
City with a four - lane highway.  
 
And by way of Mexico ´s Northern  
Economic Corridor, all the way up to our border with Texas, in  
Eastern U.S., with the new Mazatlán - Matamoros route as of 2013.  

Mexico ´s Northern Economic Corridor will  
connect Mazatlán with Texas, crossing the  
States that produce 22% of the  
national GDP .

Electricity:  
Sinaloa has 10 hydroelectric and  
thermoelectric power plants with  
an installed capacity  
of 1,800 Mwh, and building will  
begin in 2012 of three  
modern thermoelectric energy plants.

Natural gas:  
The mega - project has already been initiated  
for the building of the gas pipeline that  
will soon provide the State with natural  
gas, thus offering its industries an important  
source of clean and inexpensive energy.  
Meanwhile, the State Government has  
designed a gas line supply program for all  
new industries that may require it.  

 

Water  
The state has 11 rivers and 12 large  
dams, with a storage capacity of 22 billion  
m3. This infrastructure has created the  
wealth of its agricultural areas, and also  
guarantees the water supply for its industrial  
parks, giving certainty  

to new investment projects . 



Food 
Leader in food production  

The State produces large volumes of food products of extraordinary quality and  
variety all year - around: grains, vegetables and fruit. Beef, chicken and pork. Fish  
and seafood.  
 
The high productivity of Sinaloa ´s food sector guarantees a constant supply of  
Highquality consumables for the processed - foods industry.  

With only 3% of the nation ´s territory and 2% of its  
population, Sinaloa produces 30% of the total food  
production in the Country.  



Agriculture  

Most of Sinaloa ´s production is exported to  
international markets, mainly North America,  
under the strictest safety and health standards.  
International quality and safety controls:  
USDA, FDA, HACCP, ISO 9000, KOSHER,  
among others.  
Sinaloa´s agricultural products are highly competitive  
in international markets due to their  
excellent flavor, magnificent appearance and  
long shelf life.

Sinaloa shares a vast mining wealth of the  
Sierra Madre Occidental mountain range with  
The States of Durango, Chihuahua and Sonora,  
With large gold, silver, copper, lead, zinc, iron  
and nickel reserves, among other minerals.
